FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT 


Separate types of assessments (standardized, diagnostic, screening, progress monitoring)


Research supports number of assessments directly related to increase of skills (Kulick & Kulick, Fuchs & Fuchs…) 


Probes must be sensitive enough to identify change in subskills (RTI – Tier 1 – weekly; Tier 2 – every 2-3 weeks) resulting in change of interventions


Oral reading fluency directly connected decoding, comprehension


Maze fluency – short (3 min), min-level comprehension, silent reading fluency
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
